· How can I elaborate on this further?
· Can I give an additional example, one that clarifies the point in a somewhat different way?
· Can I give a contrasting example?
· Would another illustration be helpful?

Accuracy
· Why would someone believe this is true?
· What reasons or evidence is this claim based on?
· How can this be backed up?

Relevance
· How is this related to that?
· How is this relevant?
· What bearing does this have on the overall issue?

Importance
· How or why is this important or significant?
· What are the most significant parts of this?

Logic
· Have I made logical connections throughout my paper?
· How does this make sense?
· How does this form a coherent whole?

Precision
· What are some of the details of this?
· What are some of the specifics of this?

Depth
· What factors make this difficult? 
· What are some of the complexities of this?
· What is meaningful about this?

Breadth
· What would this look like from another perspective?
· How could we look at this in another way?
· How does this fit in with the larger picture?

Sufficiency
· How can I make this more adequate for the task at hand?
· What is an additional point I can bring up here?
· What more can I say about this without bringing in extraneous details?
Fairness
· What makes this a fair thing to say?
· How might basis or vested interest by coming into this?
· How might this be viewed less egocentrically or sociocentrically?
