Graduate assistants work primarily with one professor, but may be assigned to more than one.
Typical duties of a graduate assistant include, but are not limited to: assisting their supervising
professor with research, teaching assistance, administrative tasks, or miscellaneous projects and
programs. GAs can be part-time or full-time. A full-time position requires 20 hours per week, a part-
time position requires 10 hours of work per week. During the summer, hours may be adjusted
considerably.
